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2.5. Past Simple (Phrasal Verbs)

Un phrasal verb (verbo perifrasis) es un verbo mas una preposicion o adverbio que crea un
significado diferente al verbo raiz. Pueden encontrarse tanto en manera transitiva (seguidos por
un objeto o sujeto) o de manera intransitiva; algunos pueden ser separados por el objeto o sujeto
entre el verbo y la preposicidon. Un phrasal verb cumple con los mismos criterios de construccién
del pasado simple, desde la conjugacién (segun su raiz, forma regular o irregular) y la construccién
de formas negativas y preguntas con el auxiliar Did (Hartley, B y Viney, P; 1995). Se hara la
familiarizacidn de la estructura de los verbos perifrasis con get into (ingresar, entrar) y su forma en

Tenga presente: Cada unidad viene dividida en temas, los cuales se desarrollan a través de
familiarizacion con el tiempo gramatical, didlogos, vocabulario importante y ejercicios de
profundizacién en el tema, como apareamiento de columnas, seleccion multiple y completar
ejercicios. A medida progresiva se ird aumentando la dificultad de los ejercicios, dada la relacion
entre los temas, por esto se recomienda desarrollar las unidades de manera secuencial, no
dejando acumular varios temas para desarrollarlos a la vez, buscando que entre este espacio de
desarrollo de temas, haya oportunidad de buscar nuevos escenarios de familiarizacion con el
idioma, que se puede hacer a través de la internet, musica, televisién y multimedia.

Traer a la memoria: De igual manera, se recomienda a todos los estudiantes llevar siempre un
diccionario Inglés — Espafiol al desarrollar los contenidos de mddulo, el cual les permitird de
manera oportuna solucionar dudas sobre el vocabulario que es desconocido. En caso de contar
con acceso a Internet, se puede acceder al Traductor de Google http://translate.google.com/

donde se puede escoger el idioma de interés para la traduccion. Este traductor en linea permite
traducir frases completas, no siempre arrojando como resultado una traduccién adecuada, pero
que sirve de referente para la comprension.

También se recomienda para profundizar en las diferentes unidades y temas respectivos en
ejercicios, juegos, asesoria, vocabulario, desafios comunicativos y explicaciones de los tiempos

Affirmative sentence: Forma gramatical de manera afirmativa

Comparatives: Formas de adjetivo que permiten establecer comparaciones entre dos 0 mas sujetos u
objetos.

Conditional: Forma gramatical que da bajo una condicidn un resultado.

Continuous tense: Tiempo gramatical que muestra hechos puntuales.

Did: Auxiliar para la construccion de preguntas y negaciones en el uso del pasado simple.
Going to: Forma de presente continuo que da forma al futuro intencional.

Has been / Have been: Forma gramatical de la posibilidad en presente perfecto para todas las formas
personales.

Interrogative sentence: Forma gramatical en pregunta

Negative answer: Forma gramatical de respuesta negativa

Negative sentence: Forma gramatical de manera negativa

Simple tense: Tiempo gramatical que muestra consistencia o cotidianidad de hechos.
Superlatives: Formas de adjetivo que denotan supremacia de alguna condicién.

There has been / There have been: Elementos gramaticales de referencia para cantidades en presente
perfecto, tanto en singular como en plural.

Verb to be: Forma verbal de referencia para ser y estar.
Verbs: Verbos. Formas de referencia a acciones.

Will: Modal auxiliar para la construccién de formas gramaticales de caracter futuro concreto.
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
